(b) Activities: Title 16, Chp41§ 2104 Forest Health Protection

Subject to subsections (c), (d), and (e) of this section and to such other conditions 
the Secretary may prescribe, the Secretary may, directly on the National Forest 
System, in cooperation with other Federal departments on other Federal lands, and 
in cooperation with State foresters, or equivalent State officials, subdivisions of 
States, agencies, institutions, organizations, or individuals on non-Federal lands ς

(1) Conduct surveys to detect and appraise insect & disease conditions and 
manmade stresses affecting trees and establish a monitoring system 
throughout the forests of the United States to determine changes or 
improvements that occur over time and report annually concerning such surveys 
and monitoring;

(2) Determinethe biological, chemical, and mechanical measures necessary to 
prevent, retard, control, or suppress incipient, potential, threatening, or 
emergency insect infestations & disease conditions affecting trees;

(4) Provide technical information, advice, and related assistance on the various 
techniques available to maintain a healthy forest and in managing and 
coordinating the use of pesticides and other toxic substances applied to trees 
and other vegetation, and to wood products, stored wood, and wood in use;

(5) Develop applied technology and conduct pilot tests of research results 
prior to full scale application of such technology in affected forests;

(6) Promote theimplementation of appropriate silviculturalor management
techniques that may improve or protect the health of the forest of the 
United States; and 

(7) Take any other actions the Secretary determines necessary to accomplish the 
objectives and purposes of this section
